The Space and Rocket Center in Huntsville are not responsible for The Dream Rocket project. They are simple giving The Dream Rocket team the permission to use the Vertical Saturn V Rocket replica for this Global project.

The US Space & Rocket Center and the City of Huntsville, are not paying for this project. The operations money comes from payment of participants reserving spots on the rocket for a dream theme panel or a visionary panel. It also comes from selling of merchandise, as well as generous donors and sponsors giving to this effort.

All the money brought into The Dream Rocket project through the sale of ‘reserve your spot’, goes directly (100%) to the [image: ]operations budget.

There are two types of panels a participant can reserve a spot for: Dream Theme Panel (2 Feet x 2 Feet squared), or a Visionary Panel (4 Feet x 4 Feet squared).
Dream Themes are: Poverty, Energy, Space, Health, Peace, Science/Technology, Conservation, and Community
[image: ]The Dream Rocket team will be highlighting non-profit organizations under these Dream Theme sections on our website, the intent in this is to help inspire participants thinking about what Dream Theme that they might consider in choosing. Examples of Non-profits being highlighted are: American Red Cross, Action Against Hunger, Coral Reef Alliance, Alliance for Affordable Energy, Wateraid, Unicef, Oceans of Opportunity, among others.
What is a Dream Theme Panel?	 When you are creating a Dream Theme Panel you will be given a list of possible themes to consider. However, you are given the freedom to create your own theme. While thinking about your theme, ask yourself, “What would my dream be for a better future in relation to this theme?” Your panel can be designed anyway you would like; it could be very abstract or very realistic, or somewhere in the middle.  (2 Feet x 2 Feet squared)
Can I choose my own Dream Theme? There are no restrictions on what Dream Theme you can choose to express in your panel. You are free to dream whatever you would like. The Dream Team simply has provided some possibilities of themes to help you take that first step. However, when you mail in your form with your panel you will be asked to circle a listed Dream Theme just so that our staff will know where to post an image of your panel. This will also help you to find where your panel’s image is posted on our website for future reference.
What is a Visionary Panel? Visionary Panels are recommended but not limited to groups, schools, organizations, etc. To create a Visionary Panel you will need to select a designated Visionary from our list. By purchasing your Visionary Panel you will be the only group representing that Visionary. In creating your Visionary Panel you will be asked to consider your chosen Visionary Dreams and influence in history and the present. In doing so you have many different methods of approaching the creation of your panel. It is best to select a question for your group to think about. Example; How did this Visionary influence the world? How did he/she influence me? If you were standing in his/her shoes, what do you think his/her dream for a better future would be? (4 Feet x 4 Feet squared)
Examples of some Visionaries being highlighted on the Dream Rocket website:  Wernher Von Braun, Clara Barton, Alexandar Graham Bell, Emily Dickinson, Albert Einstein, Jane Goodall, among others.
Examples of Techniques: Painting, Collage, Crochet, Quilting, Knitting, Stitching, Felting. You can invent your own technique, etc.
[image: ][image: ]Examples of Materials: Lots of recyclables, fabric, plastics, waterproof glue, acrylic paint, candy wrappers, buttons, cut-up recycled clothing, oil Pastels, etc.
Note: Remember that The Dream Rocket quilt will be outdoors for 60 days. Even though we will be taking precautions, please do not submit any paper products (cardboard, handmade paper, etc.) or any unstable fabric dyes.  Also make sure your panel will not fall apart easily. Thank You!

Your panels’ photograph and information with be posted on our website underneath either the Visionary or Dream Theme section.
